Were the training outcomes met? 
Sat: Bodies have to work hard – and fend off enthusiastic dog – but it does eventually get there.
Sun: Dog was a bit variable. Its boisterous nature does not endear it to bodies, and they need to be able to fend it away, and frustrate it by holding it off. It did tire of the game later on, so carefully targeted work seems to be the key, and stopping when the dog begins to be distracted.
Any specific significant issues arising: Think that the dog’s boisterousness may well become a problem longterm, so it might be worth pursuing this method Mike Hadwin has tried to see whether it will encourage the dog to bark more spontaneously.
